Junior Year Checklist   
1. Make sure you register for the courses you need to earn your High School diploma and/or to be considered for colleges.

2. Attend Junior/Senior Night.  Oct 4th 
3. Take PSAT on October 13th and SAT and/or the ACT in spring.
4. Continue to complete and turn in community service hours.
5. Review colleges you are interest and set up campus tours.  Create a list of 15 potential colleges of interest.
6. Request catalogs, financial aid info, and admission requirements from these colleges.  Narrow list to 6 colleges and visit these colleges over the summer.
7. Request and review admission applications and financial aid applications from final 6 college choices.  By October 1 of senior year begin applying to choice colleges.   
8. Attend Oregon University System (OUS) Night. October 25th @ TBD
9. Attend financial Aid Night.  December 7th @ TBD
10. During spring forecasting talk to your counselor about Duck Links or RTEC classes.  
11.  Begin planning for your senior project.
12.   If you are an athlete file NCAA Clearinghouse forms at end of junior year.
More helpful tips:

· Request letters of recommendations (2-3) from teachers to have if colleges/scholarships ask for them.
