1. Make sure your register for the courses you need to earn your High School diploma and/or to be considered for colleges.

2. Attend Junior/Senior Night.  Oct 4th @ 6pm-8:30pm
3. Take or re-take the SAT and/or the ACT.

4. Turn in 4j Honors Diploma application and Community Service Hours to your counselor no later than April 14th.

5. Take ASVAB if you are interested military service. October
6. Obtain applications and apply to colleges or tech schools you are interested in attending. ASAP
7. Order official transcripts from your registrar’s office. At least 5.

8. Attend Oregon University System (OUS) Night. October 25th @ TBD
9. Attend financial Aid Night.  December 7th @ TBD
10. Complete FAFSA beginning no sooner than January 1 (No later than February 15) if applying for financial aid. www.fafsa.ed.gov
11.  Complete OSAC application and submit no later than March 1st.

12.   If attending technical school or 2-year college apply for admission and take placement tests with the school you will be attending.  March/April
